The Kingma System flute is, in all respects, a C flute with a Ctrill. All of the standard keys and levers are where you would
expect them to be. Therefore, traditional flute fingerings apply. The keys highlighted represent the additional keys unique
to the Kingma System.
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The up (1) fingering to achieve a quartertone is simply a standard C flute fingering for the previous quarter step plus

either a half hole or Kingma key.
